Tuition Assistance Agreement

The following is the Tuition Assistance Agreement with all student-athletes that
receive tuition assistance from Mount Zion Christian Academy (MZCA)/Mount Zion
Christian Church, Inc. All student-athletes must adhere to following guidelines:

Student-Athlete must attend Sunday school.

Student-Athlete must maintain a 2.0 GPA (grade point average) each nine-week
grading period. Failure to maintain a 2.0 GPA automatically disqualifies a student
from athletic participation. In addition, students who fail to maintain a 2.0 GPA
automatically forfeit their tuition assistance award for the following nine-week
grading period. The student may remain enrolled but will have to pay tuition and/or
participate in work study. The student’s tuition assistance award may be reinstated
once the required 2.0 GPA has been achieved. However, students failing
subsequent nine-week grading periods after reinstatement will have their tuition
assistance award revoked for the remainder of the award period.

Student-Athlete must attend class regularly and on time.

Student-Athlete must attend tutorial sessions as necessary.

Student-Athlete must pass Bible course to participate in athletics.

Official transcripts,
report cards, and records will not be released if an outstanding balance remains at
MZCA.)
